ling plumbing fixtures, if possible.
That can add unnecessary expenses. Maintain
original architectural elements of the building
to create a unigue space with character.

Repeat an element or colour to create
continuity from one area to the next. Define the
function of each space using furniture groupings,
different textures and finishes, and lighting with
dimmers on all switches to allow for a warmer and
more dramatic look. Use area rugs, upholstered
furniture, fabric-covered wall panels and drapery
to help absorb sound in a large, open space.
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
